Today, we celebrate the greatest event in the
history of the world: the Redemption of mankind
through the Passion, Death and Resurrection of
Jesus Christ! Our Faith is completely dependent
upon this fact.

It is a historical fact that Jesus was crucified by
Pontius Pilate in Jerusalem about the year 33 A.D.
Two first century historians, Tacitus, a pagan
Roman, and Flavius Josephus, a Jew, state this fact.
They had no reason to lie.

It is also a historical fact that Jesus Christ rose
from the dead under his own power on the third
day after His Death on the Cross. There is no other
rational explanation that accounts for the empty
tomb that was guarded by 16 Roman soldiers.
There is no other rational explanation that accounts
for cowardly Apostles suddenly turned courageous
to the point of death. There is no other rational
explanation for thousands of first century
Christians who willingly suffered for this truth.

Though all of us will
one day die, we have the firm faith that one day our
bodies will be reunited with our souls in the final
resurrection!
