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HE IS RISEN, ALLELUIA, ALLELUIA!

Today, we celebrate the greatest event in the history of the world:
the Redemption of mankind through the Passion, Death and
Resurrection of Jesus Christ! Our Faith is completely dependent
upon this fact.

It is a historical fact that Jesus was crucified by Pontius Pilate in
Jerusalem about the year 33 A.D. Two first century historians,
Tacitus, a pagan Roman, and Flavius Josephus, a Jew, state this
fact. They had no reason to lie.

It is also a historical fact that Jesus Christ rose from the dead
under his own power on the third day after His Death on the
Cross. There is no other rational explanation that accounts for the
empty tomb that was guarded by 16 Roman soldiers. There is no
other rational explanation that accounts for cowardly Apostles
suddenly turned courageous to the point of death. There is no
other rational explanation for thousands of first century Christians
who willingly suffered for this truth. There is no other rational
explanation for the failure of the Roman and Jewish leaders to
parade the dead body of Jesus through Jerusalem, so as to put an
end to the ‘Story’? They couldn’t. The body of Jesus was
walking around and talking to people!

The Resurrection of Jesus Christ confirms that He is God. He
said He would suffer, die and RISE from the dead. IF He did not
rise from the dead, St. Paul says that we are the most pitied of
men. IF Jesus did not rise from the dead, no one should believe
anything of what He said because He is either a liar or a lunatic!
But, Jesus did rise from the dead. He is God. We can trust and
believe all what He taught and continues to teach through the
Church He founded, the Catholic Church.

Easter is a promise of our future resurrection to life if we die in
Jesus’ friendship. Though all of us will one day die, we have the
firm faith that one day our bodies will be reunited with our souls
in the final resurrection!

At every Mass we experience the Resurrection of Jesus. It is the
same Jesus in the Holy Eucharist Who rose from the dead. It is
Jesus as He exists in heaven in His Resurrected Body. What a joy
it is for us to receive Him in Holy Communion! Particularly,
what a joy it is for those who will receive Him in Holy
Communion for the first time!

May each of us experience the Easter Joy that the Blessed Virgin
and the Apostles knew!
