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Congratulations to all who received sacraments of Baptism, First 

Holy Communion and Confirmation at the Easter Vigil.  A special 

congratulation should be given to those who became Catholic at 

the Easter Vigil.  May your fervor for Jesus, especially in the 

Holy Eucharist at Mass, always grow.  May your love for the 

Catholic Faith that He founded on the Apostles be ever strong.  

May your daily devotion and love for Jesus’ Mother, Mary always 

model His devotion and love for her.  Finally, may you be an 

example to the world of persons of virtue who love with joy that 

only the God of love can give!

Today we celebrate the Feast of Divine Mercy.  In the 1930s 

Jesus appeared to a cloistered Polish nun, St. Faustina.  He 

revealed to her a prayer called the ‘Chaplet of Divine Mercy’.  It 

was to be said on the Rosary beads.  On the ‘Our Father’ bead one 

would say, ‘Eternal Father, I offer you the Body  and Blood, Soul 

and Divinity of your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ,  

in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world.’  On the 

‘Hail Mary’ beads one would say, ‘For the sake of His Sorrowful 

Passion, have mercy on us and on the whole world.’ 

 

Jesus’ words to Sr. Faustina: 

 

Encourage souls to say the Chaplet which I have given you. . . .  

Whoever will recite it will receive great mercy at the hour of 

death. . . .  When they say this chaplet in the presence of the 

dying, I will stand between My Father and the dying person, not 

as the just Judge but as the Merciful Savior. . . .  Priests will 

recommend it to sinners as their last hope of salvation.  Even if 

there were a sinner most hardened, if he were to recite this 

chaplet only once, he would receive grace from My infinite mercy.  

I desire to grant unimaginable graces to those souls who trust in 

My mercy. . . .  Through the Chaplet you will obtain everything, if 

what you ask for is compatible with My will. 

 

Our Lord specifically asked that the Chaplet be said as a novena , 

especially on the nine days from Good Friday to Divine Mercy 

Sunday (Second Sunday of Easter).  He promised, ‘By this 

novena I will grant every possible grace to souls.’ 

 

The devotion of the Chaplet of Divine Mercy is a tremendous 

one.  If you would like to read more on Jesus’ words of mercy to 

St. Faustina, her ‘Diary’ is available at any Catholic bookstore.
