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Congratulations to our communicants (and families) who received their 
First Holy Communion May 2nd!  Thank you to our DREs and teachers who 
helped prepare the children for this awesome event.  Thank you to all 
others who helped make this day a memorable one for the first 
communicants.  We also look forward to our next First Holy Communion on 
May 9th. 
 
Some of you may know that I very much enjoy college football, especially 
the Fighting Irish of Notre Dame.  However much I enjoy Notre Dame 
football, it is necessary to address the unfortunate predicament in which 
the university that bears the title of Our Lady, Notre Dame, has put itself.  
The university plans to have our new president give the commencement 
address on May 17, 2009 and give him an honorary degree.  It should be 
noted that the anti-life policies that President Obama has enacted in just 3 
months of office have enshrined him as the most anti-life president to date 
in the history of the United States (see www.lifenews.com).  Would the 
Mother of Jesus Christ ever offer her pulpit to a man who has attacked the 
unborn so gravely?  Or, who asked Georgetown University – prior to his 
speech there - to cover the cross and name of Jesus? 
 
The local bishop of South Bend will not attend the graduation ceremonies.  
50 bishops have publicly stated their opposition to President Obama being 
so honored at a Catholic university in America.  No bishop has supported 
Notre Dame’s decision to honor President Obama.  We should recall the 
position of a bishop in his diocese and the Church.  If one is not in union 
with his bishop, he is not in union with the Church.  If not in union with the 
Church, one is not union with Christ. 
 
Mary Ann Glendon, former US Ambassador to the Vatican, was to have 
been honored at the same commencement exercises.  She explains in a 
public letter why she will not.  I leave it to her to further explain why Notre 
Dame’s decision to honor President  Obama is a serious mistake. 
 
First, as a longtime consultant to the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, 
I could not help but be dismayed by the news that Notre Dame also 
planned to award the president an honorary degree. This, as you must 
know, was in disregard of the U.S. bishops’ express request of 2004 that 
Catholic institutions “should not honor those who act in defiance of our 
fundamental moral principles” and that such persons “should not be given 
awards, honors or platforms which would suggest support for their 
actions.” That request, which in no way seeks to control or interfere with an 
institution’s freedom to invite and engage in serious debate with whomever 
it wishes, seems to me so reasonable that I am at a loss to understand 
why a Catholic university should disrespect it. 
 
Then I learned that “talking points” issued by Notre Dame in response to 
widespread criticism of its decision included two statements implying that 
my acceptance speech would somehow balance the event. 
 
• “President Obama won’t be doing all the talking. Mary Ann Glendon, the 
former U.S. ambassador to the Vatican, will be speaking as the recipient of 
the Laetare Medal.” 
 
• “We think having the president come to Notre Dame, see our graduates, 
meet our leaders, and hear a talk from Mary Ann Glendon is a good thing 
for the president and for the causes we care about.” 
 
A commencement, however, is supposed to be a joyous day for the 
graduates and their families. It is not the right place, nor is a brief 
acceptance speech the right vehicle, for engagement with the very serious 
problems raised by Notre Dame’s decision—in disregard of the settled 
position of the U.S. bishops—to honor a prominent and uncompromising 
opponent of the Church’s position on issues involving fundamental 
principles of justice. 
 
Finally, with recent news reports that other Catholic schools are similarly 
choosing to disregard the bishops’ guidelines, I am concerned that Notre 
Dame’s example could have an unfortunate ripple effect. 
 
May Our Lady be our life, our sweetness and our hope.
